TS/hile British troops in the desert are closing in on Bardia, the Navy 

carries out a heavy bombardment of the port using its heavy guns* For two 

days and nights a terrific bombardment of Bardia is kept up. Hundreds of 

tons of high explosive sheila are poured into the town which is finally 

left blazing and hidden in a cloud of dust.
