In contravention^ of these terms it was found that captured British 
Officers were being flown out of Syria after the announcement of the 
terms. 75 British Officers have not arrived, therefore it was 
round necessary to hold General Dentz and 25 other officers-of his 
staff. In Jerusalem Gen Dentz is allowed to see Gen. Wilson, and the 
terms of detention are very easy, the officers being escorted round 
the town more like a tourist party. Walking through the town, the 
S'hy.French pass the Free French H.Q. and officers of both parties
