In the house Himmler admitted his identity and soon 

afterwards lay dead from the poison concealed in his 

mouth. The man who, after Hitler, killed and tortured 

more human beings than anyone in the history of the 

world, dared not face the conseouences. in his days 

of power he brought terror to millions.
