Ihe ceremony took place in the Durbar Hall of the Viceroy's House 
and for the first time photographers and newsreel camemen were allowed 
to record the same. 
The Chief Justice of India, Sir Patrick Spenn, Members of the Viceroy's 
Executive Council, H.E. the Coranander-in-Chief, Ruling Princes and 
other @»ests were present when Viscount Mountbatten entered the Duitar 
Hall accompanied by the Viscountess Mountbatten and attended by his 
staff. 

On arrival at the dais, Lord and Lady Mountbatten stood in front of 
their thrones, when the Secretary to the Government of India, Home 
Department, after permission, started reading His Maiesty's 
Corambsion under the Royal Sign Manual. 
After the Heading of His Majesty's Caraaiasion, the Chief Justice 
of India, who stood on toe dais, administered the oath after nehich 
Lord and Lady Mountbatten sat on their thrones.
