FIRST NUCLEAR POWERED SUBMARINE LAUNCHED 
What of the futurd? —the atom tomorrow ? The question mark formed by 

the cloud i tself  poses the problem. Across the world from 

Australia, in Groton, Connecticut, U,S, A., the Atomic Submarine 

gives one vital answer. Thousands look in on history. Ready for 

launching, the world's first atomic-powered ship: the 55-million-

dollar Nautilus. A new era, not alone in the atom for defense, but 

showing the way for potential civilian uses of a tremendous source of 

power. 

A nuclear-reactor power-system, requiring no oxygen —a reality after 

long research and development by the U .S. Atomic Energy Commission an I 

private industry. These films illustrate experimentation carried on 

to control nuclear reaction — so that a pound of fissionable 

material is the quivalent power producer of more than 2-and-one-half 

million of coal! 

The submarine as we know it today will experience radical change. 

It  will  be possible to travel the globe without re-surfacing. At 

35-miles-an-hour underseas,the atomic sub will be faster than all but 

lie speediest destroyers.Whether delivering troops to raid enemy shor 

or firing torpedoes with atomic warheads, it will have previously-unh •-

f effectiveness. It is maintained that it renders every fighting 

ship on the world's seas obsolete.
