IN ANOTHER CASE A MAN LAY DOWN AS A LORRY APPROACHED. 
THE DRIVER, HOWEVER, WAS NOT INTIMIDATED AND DROVE SLOWLY ON. 
JUST IN TIME THE STRIKER CHANGED HIS MIND AND SCRAMBLED OUT OF THE 
WAY.
