H.M.S. Liverpool, a cruiser of 9,000 tens; she was damaged 

during the fighting off Crete and went in to this yard in 

California to put things right. This facility for repairing 

our warships in a non-belligerent port is one of the greatest 

advantages of America's policy of aid for Britain. Imagine 

how Hitler would jump at the chance of having the scharnhorst 

and the Gneisenau patched up in this peaceful spot.
