Bombs are emptied out like matches out of a box, To 

maintain production and supply under the constant hammering 

from the air is Germany's greatest problem. 
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In these great air battles are the fighters. German E.Boats 1 

come under the hail of cannon fire. 
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More combat pictures, hot out of recent air fights over 

Europe, show the Luftwaffe being well and truly beaten

up. Each individual sequence marks up a kill. Each plane 

and Pilot lost is one the harder for them to replace. 

While the allied boMbers take care of the centres of supply 

our fighter pilots sap the strength of their front line 

force.
