Like the Royal Navy ships in Portsmouth, the Oolombus, too, 

is "dressed overall" in honour of the King's visit. It is more than 

a courtesy call. It is an historic occasion, for it is the first 

peace-time visit of a reigning monarch to a foreign warship in 

British waters. Another example of the close link that binds the 

Snglish-speaking nations.
