These 
aerial trips straight to and from t he lawn of Buckingham palace 
have already saved the Duke many hours in his travels. At 
Pirbright he inspects two thousand Commonwealth troops - among 
them men of the Royal Canadian Navy. 

Man from Pakistan are on parade, alongside those from 
Southern Rhodesia: now a detachment of the Royal Papuan-New Guinea 
Constabulary are reviewed by the Duke. 

The gallant Ghurkas, too, will join the great procession on 
Coronation Day.
