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Grown Prince Abdullah greets the Shah as he landed at Bagdad Airport 

after a seven-hour flight from Home. Here he was to me main overnight 

as the guest of King Faisal before completing the journey to Teheran. 

Meanwhile, in Teheran itself all stood ready to welcome the return 

of the Shah after the dramatic development in events which first compelled 

him to flee, and then led to a Royalist Coup d'etat in which Mossadeq 

was arrested. Now everywhere supporters throng the streets proclaiming 

their loyalty to the Shah, 

General 2ahedi the new premier, emerges as the hero of the hour, for 

he it was who took charge of events and organised the movement that threw 

Mossadeq from power. 

The ruins of Mossadeq*s residence bear witness to the fury of the 

mob and the clash of conflicting loyalties is well illustrated by the 

damaged statue of the Shah's father. But now order is restored and 

General Zahedi has the proud duty of proceeding to the Airport to greet 

the returning Sovereign. Later, in an interview granted to the 

international press, General Zahedi disclosed that he had formed his 

cabinet. And now with escort, the Shah arrives... 

It's greetings cheers and flowers all the way for their Monarch 

who now faces the arduous task of putting his country's affairs in order.
