field. Last year's winner, ten Russell keeps close behind Bruno Monti. 

Now, as they come up towards Peterborough, a small group breaks away from 

the main pack. 

Maroello Ciolli puts up a great fight for Italy as the riders near the 

line in Peterborough. But its another Italian, Luciano Cianoola who's 

home first. Who'll take the biggest prise of them all is still anyone's 

guess - they've a long,long way to go yet.
