Full eoale mock battles are 
neld to prepare Chiang Kai Shek'e men against a Bed Invasion. Few 
would deny that peace in the far East hangs in the balance. 
President Eisenhower has said that America must remove any doubt 
regarding her readiness to fight, if necessary, to preserve the 
vital state of the free world in a free Formosa. The nations of 
the world, watch closely the turbulent events that have their 
focal-point in Foraosa.
