when cn the neights cf the Alps workmen laid down the 
first meters of a plsEBic hose, there remained some doubt as to 
the issue of this new experiment s the first milk pipeline. 

There where the woods are dense, the canalisation is 
aerial, but in the Open air the pipeline is hurried in a trench 
of 30 cms deep. The end of this original pipeline 1st situated 
in St. martin, at the foot of the Rhdne Valley. The aorks came 
to an end at the foot of the alps. Our camera has followed the 
shepherds during their Summer emigration. However tempting the grass 
aay be, the COWE do not lose their fighting spirit. They will only 
be satisfied tfcen the strongest of the lot will have been select­
ed.

The liite on the heighta has not changed since centuries. 

But ir the shelters of the cowmen, something has changed. 
It is the funnel which receives the precious liquid which is to 
be carried to tie new cheese manufactory of St. Martin, 800 m. 
below. 

Tests have been made during several weeks, and the verdict 
is favorable. Never before has the milk been brought to the cheese 
manufactory in cuch a state of freshness. The highest milk pipeline 
of the world is a success indeed.
