In a brief ceremony there he took ever as Commander in Chief 
Allied Ground Forces, Central Europe. 

General Speidel# like other high up in the Allied Command can 
actually give orders to the international mixture of troops only if there is an overt 
act of agression against HATO defense. Bet all his planning will assume the worst with 
himself as chief of the ground forces. 

Wearing t&E BSE Federal German Republic's new slate-gray uniform 
with gold and red trimmings appropriate to his rank, General Speidel showed no omotibn 
on his bespectacled face as he was greeted by his own immediate superior, French General 
Jean Vallty, commander in chief of land, sea and air forces in the Central Europe sector. 

In the ceremony at the Chateau of FontaSnebleau, General Speidel and 
General Valluy, followed by members of the former's new staff, briskly inspected a guard 
of honor made up of French, American, British troops. The band of the French Gendarmerie 
•which provided the music for the occasion, played Deutsohland Tiber Alios" before the 
French MARSEILLAISE. 

General Speidel*s new deputy commander is Major General Pierre 
DEJUSSIEU6P0UTCARRAL of France, who commanded the resistance arsy in the southern part 
of Franco during the Nasi occupation. He was captured and deported to Buchensrald.
