—period, the population of the whole of Yorkshire 
was under fourteen— 

—thousand souls. The ravages of medieval wars and

—years have stripped the fine edifice— 

—of its trappings, and only a ruined shell remains. 
The Buke— 

—and Duchess of York attend the service commemorating 
and recording the work— 

—of those who wrought here. The Bishop of Rippon 
conducts the ceremony. The aisle— 

—with only the sky for roof is lined with worshippers 
representing every denomination except one,— 

—honouring those who devoted their lives to the 
service of the Church.
